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D-BACKS TO HOST INTER-TRIBAL BASEBALL TOURNAMENTS JULY 5-9

(PHOENIX)— Registration is now being accepted for the 10* annual Arizona Diamondbacks Inter-Tribal Youth Baseball
Tournament and the Inaugural NABI Baseball Tournament, July 5-9. In partnership with the Salt River Pima-Maricopa Indian
Community and the NABI Foundation, the D-backs are the only Major League Baseball team to host an all-Native American
baseball or softball tournament.

The Inter-Tribal Youth Baseball Tournament is a Native American friendship tournament, which offers a junior division for
ages 9-12 and a senior division for ages 13-16. Tourn ament pl ay wi |l | t ake pl acPloenkt Vv
and on the Salt River Pima-Maricopa Indian Reservation.

Registration for all four tournaments will close June 16, or when the maximum number of teams is reached. The junior
division is open to up to 24 teams, while the senior division and NABI baseball and softball divisions will be capped at 12
teams apiece. Pending the number of registrations, all divisions will hold pool play followed by a single elimination
championship round. All teams are guaranteed a minimum of three games. Although participation is limited to those of Native
American descent, inter-tribal teams are permitted and tribal communities outside of Arizona are encouraged to enter.

Following the success of the NABI Basketball Invitational, the NABI Foundation and the D-backs have partnered to create a

similar event to feature the top Native American high school athletes in both baseball and softbal. Th e NAB | Foun
mission is to use sports as a tool to create opportunities for higher education and teach positive life skills to Native American

youth.

Registration fees are $250 for the junior division, $300 for the senior division and $500 for the NABI baseball and softball
divisions. Each team will receive 20 complimentary tickets to the D-backs July 5 game against the San Diego Padres. Prior to
the game, each team will be recognized in an on-field ceremony as part of the Native American Recognition Day festivities.
